watch,

Å 45% of teens have sent instant messages or 
e-mail to others they knew were watching 
the same TV show

Å 33% of 9- to-17-year-olds say they have 
participated in on -line polls, entered 
contests, played on-line games or other on-
line activities that television programs have 
directed them to while they are watching.

Å 47% of kids say they focus their attention 
primarily on -line while multitasking 
between TV and the Internet,

Å 42% of kids say they focus on TV and on-

line activities equally ,

Å Only 11% of kids say that TV holds their 

primary attention while multitasking, and

Å 17% say they have chosen what to watch on 

TV based on what they are doing on-line--

up from 10 percent in 2002.

Å 27% of all 9- to-17-year-old kids are 

practiced on-line producers--maintaining 

blogs, pages or other on-line spaces of their 

own and uploading content such as articles, 

audio, video, polls, quizzes and site ideas 

that they have created to publicly available 

Web sites, at least three times a week.

Are we there yet?

ÅIt reminds me of when I was a math teacher. In about 80% of the 
parent conferences I had with students who were struggling, at least 
one of the parents would say "I was never any good at math either." 

ÅWhile I don't doubt the truth of the statement, it was the fact that 
they said it and almost seemed proud of it that bothered me (and of 
course the message it sent to their student). I can't imagine a parent 
saying "Oh, yeah, I never learned how to read" and being proud of it.

Å It seemed like there was a different standard for math - not
knowing math was socially acceptable, not knowing how to read was 
very unacceptable.

ÅI sort of get the same feeling today about technology. It's acceptable 
to say "I don't really get computers" - and many people appear to be 
rather proud of their technological ignorance.
